Deactivation of the high-voltage system

In all other cases, the high-voltage system should be deactivated as follows:

High-voltage disconnect

 

The high-voltage disconnect device is located on the underside of the

high-voltage battery on the left at the rear.

Remove cover (1) / Open lock (2) on connector (3) / Unplug connector (3)

from high-voltage battery

 In order to ensure that there is no longer any residual voltage in the high-voltage system, wait approx. 20 seconds after switching

it off.
