Parking brake 

Put gear selector (1) into position P. The parking

brake is then automatically activated. 

Electric parking brake (1) 

 Additional deformation of the door sills and the underbody (e.g. through support with hydraulic equipment) must be avoided

during the rescue.

3. Disable direct hazards / safety regulations 

Switch off the ignition:

1. Press the START/STOP button without actuating the service brake.

2. Keep the electronic vehicle key at a distance of at least 5 m.

Disconnecting the 12 V battery

1. Remove the cover from the 12-volt battery.

2. Disconnect the negative cable of the 12-volt battery at the screw connection and secure it against unintentional contact.
